Doug Koster graduated from Kearney (Neb.) High School in 1991. He was the first to enroll in the
sport administration program at the University of Nebraska-Kearney. In 1994, Koster served an
internship with the Indiana Pacers front office in media and community relations.

Koster is a member of the Kearney Chamber of Commerce Sport and Rec Committee and the
Kearney Bearcat Booster Club.

Doug, 37, and his wife, Beth, have an 14-year old daughter, Keona, and a 10-year old son,
Kanon.
